Rome, a radiant landscape from ancient to Christian times. All paths lead to Rome because Rome was once the centre of the ancient and Christian worlds, from where all radiated. On this six days visit we will visit Ostia antica, the ancient port of Rome, the Gianicolo hill. Then, the Forum Romanum, the true centre of ancient Rome. We will go to the Villa Hadriana in Tivoli, a microcosm of the ancient Roman world in the 2nd cent. B.C. We will then visit Early Christian Rome: Coliseum, Catacombs, Santa Maria Maggiore, Santa Pudentiana, San Giovanni in Laterano and of course, the basilica of Saint-Peter and the Vatican museums.
